maturity level 1 to 2 is 4.5 months
maturity level 2 to 3 is 19 months

maturity level 3 to 4 is 24 months
maturity level 3 to 5 is 19 months

Note:
Since the March 2009 report, the median time to mov e from maturity level 1
to 2 increased from 4 months to 4.5 months. the med  ian time to move from
maturity level 2 to 3 increased from 18.5 months to 19 months. The median
time to move from maturity level 3 to 4 increased f  rom 19 months to 24
months , the median time to move from maturity level 4 to 5 is replaced by
the information of the the median time to move from maturity level 3 to 5.
Also, for all maturity level, the 25 t percentile and the 75th percentile time
frame needed to move up to next level are increasin g significantly
